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Remove 2 ”B” screws from each side of 
bin.
Remove rear floor bracket and discard; 
it is no longer required.

Place bin back on the floor.
Ensure sides and back are flush to 
the edges of the floor and attach 
using 2 “B” screws on each side.

Open doors and attach door 
extenders using 3 “C” screws each.
Ensure door extenders are flush with 
the edges of the door and evenly 
touching the door bottoms before 
attaching.

b: Attach the 2 shorter rails flush to the sides and back of the floor using 2 “B” screws each 
through the drilled holes.
c: Attach the long rail flush to the back edge of the floor using 3 “Q” screws through the drilled 
holes.

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Place bin at its permanent location.
If a solid surface is not available or if using on an 
asphalt surface, a proper foundation is required.
One can be made by setting 2 concrete patio stones, 
each measuring 2’ x  2’ (Original) or 2’x3’ (All in One), 
side by side.
This will provide a solid surface for the bin.
Note: If necessary, use pliers to loosen legs for the 
first time.

To level the bin horizontally, place a level along top back of bin.
Correct the level by lengthening the lowest side of the bin’s back leg.

Correct the level by lengthening the 
lowest side of the bin’s front leg.
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Open the lid and check the door alignment.
Doors should be aligned to create a level horizontal line.
Raise the foot closest to the lower door, or lower the foot closest to the 
higher door to correct the alignment.

Lower the center leg of the bin to contact the ground.

With the doors and lid closed, ensure the bin is stable by 
shaking it.
Slight movement is normal.
Gross movement usually indicates one leg is adjusted too 
short and not making solid contact with the ground.
Lengthen the culprit leg to contact the ground firmly.
Repeat stabilization test and corrections if necessary.
